WHO DOES A SUPERB JOB ...

Name: David Hoyle, Date of Birth: 08/10/1986,
Place of Birth: Bradford, West Yorkshire.

| grew up in Bradford (where the Bronte sisters come
from) in a normal family. We weren't rich, but weren't
poor. Dad worked for the local council and then had
his own business. My mum worked at the University
of Bradford and was then secretary to the Archbishop
of York. | have one sister called Claire who's a teacher.

David with Karin

| wasn't a very good student, but was intelligent and didn't really need to study
much - which was one of my problems. | played badminton for Bradford and was
really sporty. | left school with 9 GCSE's and 4 AS levels. At age 19 | went to live in
Headingley, Leeds, which is one of the biggest student areas in the country. Here |
worked for the Royal Bank of Scotland.

Leeds wasn't so good for me: | lived like a rock ‘n roll star for two years, after which
it really was time for me to move away. At this time | moved back to my parents’
house in North Yorkshire. | started to volunteer at a charity for young men with
learning disabilities, which then progressed to a full time job. | worked with a man
in a wheelchair with behavioural problems.

From here | started working with autistic clients and high risk clients (two workers
to one client 24 hours a day). | achieved a qualification in Self Defence, focusing on
break away techniques and de-escalation. Eventually | went on to work with a guy
with whom we had an incident. In the middle of town he tried to kill me but luckily
| was able to stop him. After this | was on sick leave for 3 months, undertaking
physical and mental rehabilitation. While on sick leave | met an Austrian girl, who
was the niece of a work colleague. To cut a long story short, | moved to Austria
with €600, didn't speak any German but ‘oh well’.

After 6 months in Austria, | got a job at Kinderdorf, working on a special project for
a child with extreme behavioural problems. After this | went to Caritas, again to
work with an extremely aggressive young man. | stayed there for five years in
which time we had some of the highest risk clients in Carinthia and maybe even in
Austria. In 2017 | moved to Pro Mente, again to work with a client with massive
behavioural problems, on a 1 to 1 basis. Unfortunately after a year he was deemed
too high risk and was taken away from Pro Mente.

| am now in the process of studying for a qualification that will allow me to train my
colleagues on how to deal with crisis situations, both physically and verbally. On a
personal note | am living with my girlfriend Natalie, who many of you know and we
are extremely happy!
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Useless facts
you always wanted to know...

Going for a walk alongside the Worthersee have you ever
asked the following question:

Why don't the feet of a duck, swan or other bird freeze in sub-
zero temperatures, especially when they ‘hang-out “in water?

The Short Answer: It's all about heat exchange: the smaller
the temperature difference between two objects, the more
slowly heat will be exchanged.

Ducks and many other birds have a counter-current heat
exchange system between the arteries and veins in their legs.
Warm arterial blood flowing to the feet passes close to cold
venous blood returning from the feet. The arterial blood
warms up the venous blood, dropping in temperature as it
does so.

Thus the blood that flows through the feet is relatively cool.
This keeps the feet supplied with just enough blood to provide
tissues with food and oxygen and just warm enough to avoid
frostbite. By limiting the temperature difference between the
feet and the ice, heat loss is greatly reduced.
